You all are aware that due to Olympics 2008, PLA has imposed restrictions on our flying 
operation from Sek Kong.  The restriction shall prevail almost for entire month of August 
2008 and a part of September 2008. 
 
Under the prevailing restrictions on flying for a longer period, we have made a slight 
modification to Fixed Wing Flight Booking policy. Previously Flight Booking Period was 
open for next consecutive four (4) calendar weeks. 
 
Now we are making an amendment to Flight Booking policy.  
 
Flight Booking shall be open for next consecutive four (4) flying weeks.  
 
This amendment shall come in force with effect from 15 August 2008. 
 
You all shall be informed by SMS once the booking is open under the new modified policy. 
 
This new Flight Booking policy shall be adopted for all future bookings.
