This 1 ssue was discussed at the full Il nst
was agreed that student progress remains the primary responsibility of the Chief Flying
Instructor. A list of Primary Instructor / Student list was tabled and it was also agreed

that this list did not mean that the student could or should take lessons only with his
primary instructor. Indeed, the primary instructor now has the responsibility to act as a
mentor to the student and to assist the CFI in looking after his progress and well being.

I, as Acting CFI, will also regularly review student progress and discuss this with the
primary instructor. This way, hopefully, there will be more transparency to the
studentds benefit.

Two pieces of good news:

Firstly, after 3 years and 10 months, the Club's Slingsby is now flying again. The
Emergency Locator Transmitter has been fitted and the aeroplane fully meets all CAD
requirements. The Slingsby is certainly very different from our Cessnas and is great fun
to fly. Please do make sure that you receive a check from a qualified instructor before
taking it up on your own.

Secondly, the two altimeter restriction on flying into the Control Zone (including Victoria
Harbour) has been lifted by means of a dispensation from the CAD until the end of June
2010. This gives us plenty of time to reach a satisfactory conclusion on the requirement.
